Daufuskie Island as Part of Ambitious Beach Renourishment Project 

HILTON HEAD ISLAND, S.C. – Conservation by Design, announced plans to plant 60,000 square feet of sea oats by hand along the eastern coast of Daufuskie Island. Restoring the natural dune ecosystem to the beaches of Daufuskie Island will help reduce erosion and promote beach renourishment.
